Provide parental
supervision when a motorcycle is being operated by a
minor. Every motorcycle rider should be aware of the
limits of his or her skills, experience and ability, and
ride accordingly.m Beginners should be extemely cau-
tious, and allow extra time and distance for
manuevering and braking. All riders should ride well

withinthe limits of theirabilities, never beyond them.m
Please remember to “Tread Lightly.”” Always ride ina
responsible manner, respecting the environment as
wellasall state and local laws.m Ride responsibly, and
remember: motorcycle riders, as all motorists, must
practice defensive driving.m Do notdrink and ride. Itis
illegal and dangerous.m Certain photographs depict
professional riders on a closed course.m Yamaha and
the Motorcycle Safety Foundation encourage you to
ride safely and respect the environment.
